Heart of the Event.
The main workshop space will be the Billy Wilder Center for Culture and Film – a place where historical sounds will resonate  
in modern interiors. Concerts, on the other hand, will take place in historic venues across the town and region, including: 

• The Renaissance castle ("Little Wawel"),  
• The manor house in Stryszów,  
• The Branicki Orangery in the castle park,  
• The 18th-century "Rzym" Inn,  
• The Old Church in Sucha Beskidzka.  

Program.
The Academy combines intensive workshops with daily performances, creating a unique blend of learning and stage practice,  
supported by direct consultations with instructors:  

• Masterclasses (daily sessions):  
►   Solo and ensemble singing – Dagmara Barna-Kosowicz,  
►   String instruments – Agnieszka Obst-Chwała (baroque violin, lira da braccio, medieval fiddle,

  Renaissance fiddle, rebec),  
►   Recorders and historical oboes – Katarzyna Czubek,  
►   Stage presentation – Krzysztof Pabiś (stage presence, audience communication, stress management).  

• Concert formats:  
►   Chamber presentations (short performances by participants in historic interiors), 
►   Evening concerts (hour-long programs featuring all participants),  
►   Gala Concert – the grand finale of early music.
